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PREFACE

Playing Duets is the first step in Ensemble practice.

As much confidence and attention are required to play with one other per-
former as with one hundred others; therefore duet practice is the best pre-

paration or substitute for playing in the Band.

Observe the following rules carefully

1. Get your Instruments in tune.

2. Notice the Key, whethor Bb, Eb- F ete. major or minor.
3. Notice the Rhythm-sign- whether -43- b k< etc.
4. Notice the Tempo-sign- Andante, Allegro ete.
5. Notice the Power-sign whether piano (@) or forte (f).

It is never necessary to play noisily. Anybody can play loud. Artists
only can play soft and well.

If you have the melody you must be prominent; if the other player has

the melody you must be subordinate.

Duets are like Conversation: You must listen as well as talk. Strive to

play the music exactly as it is written.

Learn your part alone, before you play with another performer. Ex-

change parts sometimes.
